Application Form and Nonrefundable Fee

The completed application form should be submitted along with the application fee ($50, for
families not enrolled at Childpeace). This fee is non-refundable and does not apply to tuition.

¢ Submit the Teacher Recommendation form to your child's teacher. The teacher should
send the completed form directly to MMM, sealed in an envelope.

¢ Submit the Mentor Recommendation form (if not attending Childpeace) to an adult that
knows your child well, preferably but not necessarily in a group setting. Mentors should
send the completed form directly to MMM, sealed in an envelope.

¢ Submit the Request for Records form (if not attending Childpeace) to your child's school.
Please send this form to your child's school, which will mail transcripts directly to MMM.

Applicants should sign up for a full school day, participating in activities with our middle school
teachers and students. These “shadow days” are available from November onward.

Parent Discussion for non-Childpeace parents

If your child does not attend Childpeace Montessori School, you must have an in-person
discussion with the program director as part of the application process. The purpose of the
discussion is to help the school and the applicant families get to know each other. We
welcome your questions about the school while we learn more about your child's particular
interests and goals. This discussion will be scheduled after all the paperwork has been
received.

Tuition and Fees

Tuition for 2011-12 is $10,000 and the Activity Fees total $1,000. These amounts are all-
inclusive, covering specialists, the long trips, field trips, and transportation. Tuition typically
rises year to year; the Board will have the 2012-13 Tuition and Fees finalized by March.

School Supplies: A list of needed school supplies will be sent in August. Students should
have home access to the internet and use of a computer for word processing.

Financial Aid

If you would like to receive information and application materials for financial aid, please check
the box on the application form. Please note that MMM scholarship funds are separate from
Childpeace TAP funds, and require a different application process. Financial Aid is based on
the need of the family and on the availability of school funds.

Enroliment Decisions

Applicants completing Upper EL at any AMI Montessori schools are considered to be the
strongest candidates for MMM. Applicants from Childpeace Montessori School have
guaranteed placement in MMM if their steps to enrollment are completed by February 25th.

Applicants will be notified in the middle of March about the status of their enroliment.
Applications completed after Feb. 25th will be considered in relationship to the enrolled group
of students.
